Sue Breslin & Tracey Lowe from IYSS – Integrated Youth Support Service. Sue and Tracey updated the group on the work of the IYSS. This included information about the Youth Opportunity Fund available for both The Youth Opportunity Fund 
This supports the running costs of projects and can be used to pay for things like transport, entrance fees, materials and advertising.  Between £50 and £3,000 can be given to a single project. Groups of young people aged 13 - 19 are eligible to apply for this fund. 

The Youth Capital Fund This supports the costs of buildings and equipment relating to a project and can be used to pay for things like buildings, computers, skate parks and minibuses.  There are no limits to how much money can be spent on a single project. Money has been spent on projects such as Orford Youth base.
